Medium to Long Term CONSULTRNG
Footways & Cycleways:
6.4.2.3.1. Provide dedicated combined footway / cycleways in off road areas.
6.4.2.3.2. Provide a relief road around the village incorporating a dedicated combined foot / cycleway to

support cycling and walking as both functional modes of transport and active recreation. Alignment to suit
development in the area. This would supplement existing improved facilities provided under section 6.4.2 above
to create distinct pedestrian and cycle loops in and around the village which would serve as both active travel and
physical activity corridors.
