Are you a Litter Conscious Citizen?

* Someone who knows what littering is and what constitutes litter — cigarette
butts, food waste (e.g. banana skin on footpath), dog foul, fly-posting, graffiti.

* Someone who actively avoids littering — uses public bins (not overflowing ones)
or preferably brings litter home to recycle/dispose correctly, picks up after their
dog.

* Someone who encourages/reprimands those in their immediate zone of
influence, e.g. parents, grandparents, childminders, friends.

* Someone who reports littering to Kilkenny County Council correctly (not on
social media) and supports them insofar as possible.

* Someone who actively litter picks themselves, or who contributes in any way to
community clean-ups (from tea-making to transport).
